The Gold Winner for the Municipal Streets and Intersections (>30,000 SY) Category was the
reconstruction of Central Avenue in Marshfield, Wisconsin, constructed in 2009. Honored for their

This $9 million, 4-lane urban reconstruction project, completed in four stages, was located in
the heart of downtown Marshfield. The City of Marshfield, the “Main Street Marshfield”
group (which represents local business people, professionals and city officials), and residents
all played a key role in defining and recommending improvements that would enhance the
viability of the downtown commercial area by providing a Downtown Redevelopment Plan.

The plan included a streetscape concept with both functional and aesthetic improvements.
Completing the multi-stage project in one construction season required higher than normal
production rates and extra work efforts, including weekends. The downtown section was
scheduled to be closed to traffic until July 24, but Trierweiler Construction opened the section
on July 17, and completed the entire project by the completion date. At the heart of this
exceptional project was the commitment of everyone involved, and because of it, the city of
Marshfield now has a revitalized downtown area that the community can be proud to call
their own.
